BUILDING A PEACE LOVING SQCIETY
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During the last three decades intolerance has increased in Pakistan, This intolerance stems from the
denial of fundamental rights and from widespread propagation of extremist views. Domestic violence,
religious extremism and abuse of the vulnerable has escalated.

Besides causing internal conflicts, intolerance has crossed the country's borders and linked up with
international terrorist movements. But the only certain long term and effective way to counter such
intolerance and terrorism is to change the mindset. This can best be achieved by inculcating respect for
moderation, enlightenment, peace, tolerance and human rights through a sustained program directed
towards teachers, students and others. This is the target of Fazaldad Institute, which is organizing One-
Day Workshops, one week Diploma Courses and many other events to change the mindset of millions of
people across Pakistan.

PEACE AND TOLERANCE

In the 21st Century peace and tolerance are major issues. Many innocent lives are lost without reason.
The year 2007 brought a big disaster the target of which was Pakistan. Lal Masjid, a well-known mosque
and Islamic studies centre located in the capital of the country became a death centre. Many locals,
students and police officers were killed. The reason that led to this horrible event was LACK OF
TOLERANCE. Every event has its after effects. The Lal Masjid event led to suicidal bombings and
extremism in different arcas of Pakistan which resulted in increased number of deaths,

Fazaldad Human Rights Institute is working hard to eradicate the element of intolerance from society.
For achieving this task teams of Fazladad Institute go to every region of Pakistan and train teachers,
students, judges, police officers, bureaucrats and others, so that they can contribute towards building a
peace loving society. Until now over 36,000 students, 31,000 teachers and hundreds of police officers,
Jjudges and bureaucrats have been trained. A lot more needs to be done.

STRUGGLE OF MEMBERS OF FAZALDAD INSTITUTE

In March 2006 Mr. Mugqrrab (A Master Trainer
and Coordinator of the Institute) assisted in the
recovery of a missing person, Mr. Idrees who
was traveling to Europe through illegal means.
When there was no contact with Mr. Idrees,
his family contacted Mr. Mugrrab. With a lot of
hard work Mr. Mugrrab was able to locate Mr.
Idrees, only to fined he had expired in Turkey.
Within a month the body was recovered with
the cooperation of Turkish Government and
the Pakistani Embassy in Turkey. Mr. Mugrrab
1S now assisting the authorities in tracing out
the network of agents who are involved in human trafficking which is leading to many sad cases like that
ofthe late Mr. Idrees.

In November 2006 Mr. Mugrrab and his two fellow members from District Bar Gujrat had meetin gs with
the Norwegian Bar in Oslo. The objective was to discus the importance of human rights as affecting the
large Pakistani community in Norway, particularly from Gujrat district, where many cases of child
abuse, domestic violence and forced marriages are being reported, The Norwegian Bar members were
ready to offer their help in any problem regarding Norwegian citizens of Pakistani origin.
